Dear Dr Stol,

I am writing to request authorization to convene a small group meeting on the topic of plant diseases of strawberry. Diseases  are covered by two working groups of COST 863 In WG 2, Quality assurance of planting material, where disease diagnostics, healthy planting material, certification and management of quarantine diseases are subgroup topics. In WG 3, disease management is a part of cultivation practices containing chemical and biological control as well as disease forecasting. 

One aims of the meeting is to discuss the situation of quarantine diseases of strawberry in Europe, their management, certification of planting material and diagnostics of pathogens.

The second aim of the meeting is to discuss efficient and safe control practices of the present and possible emerging diseases. This is a topic with increasing importance when consumers demand fruit with no pesticide residues.

There is also need to discuss the perspectives for strawberry diseases and disease control in the future.  To form a network of scientist working with disease problems on strawberry and plan future co-operation in research are also goals for the meeting.

The topics for the meeting are: Quarantine diseases (Colletotrichum, Phytophthora, Xanthomonas), 
certification and healthy planting material, efficient detection methods for diseases, disease resistance,  survival and infection of fungal pathogens and disease control methods, their  efficiency and safety.

The meeting is planned to take place at MTT Agrifood Research Finland, Jokioinen, Finland, May 19th and 20th, 2008. I will act as the local organizer and convenor and I am requesting acceptance for xx COST delegates who will require reimbursement. They will represent x countries and in addition there will be 3 Finnish participants.
